Any one connected to internet and having email account must have
encountered many posts about how easy and profitableit is earning
money from home. There are genuine opportunities as well as blatant
frauds. Earning money from your photos aso seems dubious at first.
WEell it isnot so.

Who On Earth Might Want My Photo?

There are many web sites, ezines, and newsl etters coming up everyday,
apart from the printed media who are always on the lookout for good
photos relevant to their theme. Giving out the work to a professional
photographer was the only option so far which cost alot.

With the advent of Digital Cameras and Internet, it has become easy to
share photos. There are many hobbyist, family and amateur
photographers on line showing off and sharing their work. Now many
sites have come up with the idea of using this vast resource for the
benefit of the photographer as well as for the buyer.

There are now specific sites for photos, where you can upload your
photo, and earn money whenever it is either bought, or even downloaded
for free.

Wow. | Il be a millionaire in no time!

Uh, not quite! Thiswill NOT make you amillionairein ahurry. Theidea
isthat the buyer gets the photo cheap, and the revenue is shared between
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you and the site. It can be anything between 20 cents/ photo to 70 cents.
Y ou are paid when you reach a certain minimum amount.

The positive side is, if you have many photos on many sites, they can
earn decent revenue over time. The trick isto have as many photos online
as possible. Little pennies trandate into big bucks over aperiod of time.

Oh Yeah? Can | Do It?

If you like photography, have time to take many good pictures with
good composition, good lighting, clean lines, you might like to try it. You
have nothing to lose.

Thereisno new capital cost involved you already have camera,
computer and internet. Only thing needed is attitude and hard work.

Practice makes perfect. There are many tutorials available to learn
specific type of photography. Indeed almost al sites have their in-house
tutorials to guide.

At most sites posting photosisfree. There are general conventions as
well as each site s own requirements. Please go through the FAQ page of
each site to get an idea of system.

There are three options available to you for selling photos.

1. Photo sharing sites or Store Fronts these are not actually for
selling. Y ou probably are aready a member of one of these. They store
your photos online, and you can give instructions as to who can view
these photos - alimited audience or genera public. Many of them have
some sort of product service making photo books, prints, and assorted
gift items can be ordered through here. Storing the photos is free, these
extra services are not. People may order print of your photos, but that
money will go to site for processing. Y ou can add a note that these
photos may be for sale, and the potential customer may contact you.

2. Micro stock sites- The most easy and common route. They specialize
in selling photos and have set conventions for both buyers and sellers.

Vigit dl the listed sites at the end - they have different requirements.
Registration is free. Y ou hold the copyright over your picture. After
registration, you can start uploading your photos.

However, uploading does not mean automatic acceptance. It may reject
what does not meet the standard. Y ou can try same photo in different
sites. It may get accepted el sewhere.

Meanwhile keep trying to improve. Look at all the photo sites, what is
shown and you will get inspiration.

3. Your own Website Nothing will be rgjected here! If you are savvy
enough, you can have your own website, and pocket all the profit without
sharing. However, it is not roses all the way. It has to be designed well,
aswell as maintained and updated regularly. In addition, you have to
advertise properly so people know how to reach you.

Good means sharp, clear,
well lighted, well constructed photo.

All siteshave alist of subjects they are interested in. The information is
collected from search engines to determine what most people are looking
for.

Apart from color photos, there is demand for Black and White photos
too.

There are specia Kirilian cameras to take photos of your AURA. Some
of that imagery is searched for too.

Then there are categories of photos, which are in demand, and awebsite
may require some or all of them.

Format of the pictures

JPG or JPEG isthe most preferred one. Y our software should have the
capability to save the photo in the required format.

JPEG - Joint Photographic Experts Group. (.JPG file extension,

pronounced Jay Peg)
JPEG isthe extension used by the Macintosh

JPG is the extension used in Windows
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Tags And Keywords, IPTC

So now, you have agood photo al ready to be shared. How will a
potential customer find it from thousands of others?

TAGS

That iswhere Tags and Keywords come in. They are words that you
name your photo with. When a search engine looks for something, it
will find your photo by that name.

It is advisable to tag your photo with as many tags as possible, so it can
turn up in related searches al so.

For example, you have a photo of lovely Crimson Red Rose.
You can tag it as:

Flower, Rose, Red Rose, Crimson Rose (Its Name), Single Flower,
Single Red Rose, Vaentine Gift, Red Flower.

So any one searching with any of those words will be able to see your
picture. If there are only one or two tags, it will show only on those
searches.

METADATA

Now it ispossible to set in all thesetagsinthe METADATA of the
picture itself.

Metadata is the information embedded with the picture. It is of two kinds.

Onetypeis by the digital cameras aready implanted in the photo. Thisis
called EXIF (Exchangeable Image File Format). This gives information
about the camera make, and date. Thisis not editable.

The second typeis put in by the user. Y ou can add caption, copyright
information, location, tags, or any other relevant information. Thisis
editable.

Two of the most commonly used metadata formats for image files are
IPTC and XMP.

IPTC isthe standard developed by the International Press
Telecommunications Council .
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Most Micro stock sites want |PTC data embedded in the photo. This
savestime for you also as you do not have to insert it again for different
sites.

The sites can extract this data once the picture is accepted.

The easiest way isto right click the picture, go to properties, and fill the
summary form.

The information remains with the picture even if it is edited or resized.

Adding or editing IPTC data does not change the attributes of an image.
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L egal points Modéel and Property release

When you submit your photos up for sale, itisalega business decision.
There are some legalities you have to observe to indemnify the site and
yourself.

Y ou should be the author or the owner of the photo. The copyright will
be in your name. If anyone else claims that picture, you have to prove the
ownership.

If there is an identifiable person in the photo, he/ she will have
to sign and submit to the site, aMODEL release. For self-
portraits, you have to sign it yourself.

Similarly, if there are photos of private property, you have to
get PROPERTY release forms signed by the owner.

These are legal documents by which the person gives you and
the site rightsto sell the picture. This applies to each photo

separately.

To know more about it, see the site information page. Each site has
different requirements. Before submitting find out what is expected.

These forms can be downloaded from the sites. They have to be
submitted with each such picture.
